Pride House Tokyo 2019 Staff Comments

<Impressions by Pride House Tokyo Staff >

* Many overseas visitors came in to the Pride House.

* Not all overseas visitors were LGBTQ+ but unlike many Japanese they all had immediately recognized the rainbow
colours as being the Rainbow Pride colours and entered the premise. Friends and families of overseas LGBTQ+ people
also visited the Pride House.

= Overseas visitors were more likely to recognize the rainbow pride colours than Japanese people

* Many came in pairs and often as a couple

= Overseas visitors were very interested in the children’s books and were happy when they recognized books from their
country

* Japanese visitors tended to be more shy and cautious when entering the Pride House
* As the location of the Pride House was not particularly strongly connected to the LGBTQ+ community, many Japanese
entering the Pride House did not know what it was and were curious to find out what we did — which helped in outreach.

* There were Japanese people who were surprised that the space was about the LGBTQ+ community and left
immediately, many however stayed to listen to our explanation and read what was written in our literature or on banners.

* It was great having the embassies get involved as many overseas visitors turned up to the Pride House. Many said they
felt proud to hear that their embassy was involved with the Pride House.

* The Origami paper crane space was a great way not only to impart a small bit of Japanese culture but also enabled
volunteers and staff to interact with visitors, learn from them and chat with them for longer periods of time.



Pride House Tokyo 2019 Staff Comments

<Impressions by Pride House Tokyo Staff >

* It was easier for people to come for either a chat or advice because the Pride House was located in a busy shopping
district. Some that had worries on their mind or were going through a painful time in their life, also found it easier to
come in and pretend their were reading the children’s books. The Pride House and its set up made that possible.

* Many educators walked in
A school librarian spent hours reading the LGBTQ+ books. “I think having LGBTQ+ books in a library can give people
courage and help create a space place” the librarian said also complaining that LGBTQ+ education in Japan lags behind
The librarian took home a handful of resources from the Pride House for the many teachers the librarian said still lacked
proper understanding of the matter.

* There was one person that repeated came to the Pride House to talk to staff or read the books. Its hard to say what
that person thought but it is possible that Pride House Tokyo, even if just temporary, created a space some people could
pop by after work or on weekends with the knowledgethat if they went there they would meet and be able to talk to
someone.



Pride House Tokyo 2019 Staff Comments

< Staff and Visitor stories >

= A very hip and fashionable young university student walked in to the Pride House with an equally trendy friend. She
said she had just begun studying LGBTQ+ issues at school but knew no one around her who was LGBTQ+ and proceeded
to ask us questions. Her questions were very basic but we loved her eagerness to learn and go directly to the source.

= A whole group of university students doing gender studies found out about the Pride House and convinced their
teacher to spend the afternoon there. They asked many earnest questions, including many about access all toilets and
about the difference in LGBTQ+ conditions between Japan and other countries overseas.

* Two interns from a large Japanese company came to the Pride House to research LGBTQ+ as a way to help their
company understand diversity. The interns, who were also university students, had done their research well before
coming to the Pride House and were surprisingly very knowledgeable. However despite their knowledge they were
struggling to understand the process and how it felt to come out of the closet. They needed more than just written
information to understand that process.

= A teacher from a school in the United Kingdom came with his friends in to the Pride House. He immediately
recognized some of the books on the table. “We use some of these books in our school now” he said with pride to his
friends.

* Awoman from Israel came in to the Pride House and saw one of the books donated by the Embassy of Israel, and was
estastic. Let me translate this one for you, she said, before helping us translate in to English the Hebrew in the children’s
book.

= A Belgian gay couple saw a picture of the Pride House tapestry on Gengoroh Tagame’s twitter feed. Being big fans of
his, they visited the Pride House in the hope of meeting him. As he was not there then, we later got Tagame to sign “My
Brother’s Husband” - a book of his - and sent it to Belgium, to their delight.

= A Russian visitor explained to staff how difficult it was in Russia to be LGBTQ+ and were impressed by the fact that
Japan had a Pride House. They asked us to do this next year too and were rooting for us.



Pride House Tokyo 2019 Staff Comments

< Staff and Visitor stories >

* A certain lesbian couple came in one day telling us that they did their research on Japan’s LGBTQ+ situation before
traveling, checking what to do and what not to do here. They read that as Japanese same-sex partners had no rights here
they should not hold hands in public. They brought home the importance of having a support system and proper
information if something went wrong while traveling

* A Japanese family with two children, four and seven years old, walked in to throw away their buba-tea cups (subaCo
provides a buba-tea plastic cup disposal service ). They had heard of the term LGBTQ+ but knew very little else. While
the seven year old folded a paper crane origami, the mother said she worked at a kindergarten and had no idea that
LGBTQ+ children had all these issues to deal with which held down their potential. She noted how in kindergarten
children were often separated according to gender and she came around to think it was necessary for teachers to be
aware that there may be LGBTQ+ children among their group. This brought home the importance for adults to be armed
with the proper information and the importance of Pride House in imparting such knowledge.

* Many people came through the Pride House and some would ask specific questions about what NPO would be best
placed to help them. It was great and our strength to be able to provide such information thanks to the fact that Pride
House Tokyo is a consortium of various group with a wide expertise in many fields.

* One Japanese man walked in without knowing what Pride House was. He knew what LGBTQ+ was but did not know
what issues the community faced so he said he would do his homework before going home. He began reading carefully
all the literature around. He left saying he’ll make more of an effort next time to gain proper information but has
become a supporter. It was refreshing to see someone come in without prejudice and become an ally.
